CERTIFIED NURSE ASSISTANT (CNA)

Final exams will be given in the appropriate time
blocks as shown below, May 6 - May 12. Proctored hybrid or distance education course exams may
be scheduled during open exam periods or at times designated for online exams. Make-up exams
may be given during any open period.

The ENG101 exit exam is Thursday, May 6, at 8:00-10:00 a.m. or 10:15 a.m.-12:15 p.m. The table
below outlines the exam dates and times for courses that follow the standard scheduling scheme.
